
COURSE REQUIREMENTS:

These are the requirements must be met in order to advance to the next grade level.

Each year’s course requires:

Attendance at all scheduled classes and events as listed on the calendar.  Any student who is not able to attend a regular monthly class or event will need to complete a make up assignment and pass it in by the next class meeting or submit it via email to their teacher.  It is the student/parent’s responsibility to obtain the assignment and submit it for credit. Make up assignments will not constitute attendance. 

Each student must attend 70% of scheduled classes/events to be considered for advancement. Failure to meet attendance requirements will result in repetition of current grade. Exceptions will only be made in the cases of genuine emergencies. Parent/or/guardian must contact the DRE in case if emergency, to coordinate make up material.
Please, make every effort to have students attend classes as scheduled. There will be 4 additional classes, special Masses, or workshops throughout the year. These special classes or events will not have make up work available as they will consist of information outside of the regular texts. Students are also required to attend a Child Lures Protection Program at least once during grades 7-10, which is an Archdiocesan requirement, as one of your additional classes.

Mass Reflection Requirement:
· 3 MASS REFLECTIONS ARE DUE BETWEEN SEPTEMBER 30th  AND JANUARY 31st, AND 3 BETWEEN FEBRUARY  1st  AND MAY 1st (total of 6 for the year): (see attached form) 
Service Requirement Commitments as follows: (see attached forms)
Three Service projects are required each year. The sum of each of the projects can vary, but the sum total of service time worked must exceed a total of 6 hours or more. 
     THE 3 SERVICE REQUIREMENTS PROJECTS INCLUDE:
· 1 CHURCH BASED PROJECT ( on-going projects such as Choir or service during Mass, may count as only 1 of the requirements, more than one activity may count as the second )
· 1 COMMUNITY BASED PROJECT

· 1 PROJECT THAT IS EITHER CHURCH BASED OR COMMUNITY BASED- YOUR CHOICE. THIS PROJECT CANNOT SIMPLY BE MORE HOURS OF ONE OF THE PROJECTS INCLUDED ABOVE.

Mass Reflection slips are available in the back of the church, and are available on our website under Religious Education (.http://immaculate-conceptionnhct.org/Religious Education).  Forms are submitted to the student’s team teacher, are reviewed, logged and placed in their individual work folders, to fulfill yearly requirements that are required for advancement.  All Service Reflections are due by the last class of the CCD calendar year.
